We prepare our hearts for the birth of
Jesus.

The word Advent means “coming.” For
four weeks, we Catholics get ready with
joy for the coming of Jesus. That is what
Christmas is about. In the Church, we use
the color purple, which means getting
ready, making sacrifices, and saying sorry for our mistakes. Advent
begins four weeks before Christmas. During this time, we see
something very special in the Church: the Advent wreath. It has four
candles—three purple and one pink. Each Sunday of advent we light
a new candle to symbolize the coming of Christ; the candles bring a
little more light into the darkness.
